The
mixture of peoples in this territory, when combined with the slaves that were imported and
Haitian immigrants, have made Louisiana a place of mixed cultures.

It is the world’s largest supplier of them! It also makes a lot of cotton, soybeans, sugarcane, dairy,
rice, and poultry.

There is also a large National Guard presence in Louisiana, with several thousand soldiers training
in the state.

The New Orleans Saints won the
Super Bowl just a couple years ago. We also have the New Orleans Pelicans, an NBA team. Our
state is called the Pelican State for this same bird.
